* Duke returns to Brooks Field at Wallace Wade Stadium on Saturday when it hosts North Carolina A&T for a 6 p.m. kick
... the game will be televised live by ACC Network Extra.

* The Blue Devils lead the all-time series 2-0 heading into Saturday's contest ... during the last meeting a year ago,
Duke was powered by a three-touchdown performance from running back Mataeo Durant and two rushing scores by
quarterback Gunnar Holmberg in a 45-17 victory ... quarterback Jordan Moore accounted for Duke’s final touchdown
when he scampered nine yards for his first career score ... the Blue Devils' six rushing touchdowns matched the most
in a single game over the past 25 years (Charlotte, 2020 and Virginia, 2010).

* In Duke's last outing at Northwestern, seniors Jalon Calhoun and Eli Pancol both topped 100 yards receiving with
108 and 106 yards, respectively, to become the first duo since T.J. Rahming (190) and Anthony Nash Jr. (104) did so
against Virginia in 2015.

o After scoring on its opening drive against Northwestern, Duke is now 12-1 when scoring a touchdown on its opening
drive since the start of the 2017 season.

e Junior defensive back Jaylen Stinson earned ACC Player of the Week honors following Duke's 31-23 win over North-
western ... Stinson was tabbed the conference’s defensive back of the week after he logged 11 tackles, forced one
fumble and broke up one pass ... with 12 seconds remaining in the fourth quarter, he jarred the ball loose from North-
western running back Evan Hull who was less than a yard from the goal line ... the ball was recovered by Duke's Brandon
Johnson in the end zone to seal the Blue Devils’ victory.

* The Blue Devils currently rank fourth in the ACC with 480.5 total yards of offense per game ... Duke put up 500 yards
against Temple in its opener and then recorded 461 against Northwestern ... the Blue Devils also find themselves fourth
in rushing (196.50) and passing (284.00) offense in the conference.

o After finishing the 2021 season last in the ACC in turnover margin, the Blue Devils are tied for first in the league and
tied for fifth nationally in the category with +2.50 turnovers per game ... Duke leads the conference and is tied for third
in the country with five fumble recoveries.

QB1 NAMED

One of Duke's most veteran groups is its offensive line ...
of the 16-man unit, seven have played in 25-plus career
games ... the leader of the unit is team captain Jacob
Monk, who enters 2022 as one of two returning starters
with 2,400-plus career snaps at 2,532 (Shaka Heyward:
2,673) ... prior to 2022, Monk saw action at guard and
tackle and is now Duke's starting center.

THE RUN GAME

The Blue Devils returned three of its top four rushers
from a year ago, including QB Jordan Moore, who ran
for 221 yards on 44 attempts (5.0) with three touch-
downs.

After two games in 2022, Duke is fourth in the confer-
ence in rushing offense with a mark of 196.5 yards per
game ... leading the charge are redshirt juniors Jaylen
Coleman and Jordan Waters ... Coleman has compiled
126 yards on 19 attempts with two scores, while Waters
has recorded 123 yards on 15 carries with two touch-
downs.

During Duke's last outing at Northwestern, Waters found
paydirt twice for his first career multi-score game ...
he finished the contest with a career-high 91 yards on
10 carries, including Duke's longest rush of the year, a
42-yard touchdown run ... Coleman had 11 carries for a
career-high 83 yards, including a 16-yard rushing score.

Both players are averaging over 6.5 yards per rush with
Waters at 8.2 and Coleman 6.6.

CAREER NUMBERS FOR NUMBER FIVE

Senior WR Jalon Calhoun was tabbed a 2022 preseason
AlI-ACC selection by Athlon Sports (4th team), after a
solid junior campaign in which he tallied 56 receptions
for 718 yards (12.8) and a team-best three touchdowns.

In his career, Calhoun has 34 games with two-plus re-
ceptions, including a career-high eight catches against
North Carolina A&T in 2019 ... he has also registered four
100-yard receiving games (see below chart) ... in addi-
tion, he's accounted for 25 plays of 20-plus yards (24
receiving & one passing) and seven touchdowns (six re-
ceiving & one passing) ... he's currently riding a 23-game
streak with two-plus receptions and has earned at least
one reception in every career game (37) ... the Green-
ville, S.C., native is ninth all-time in Duke career recep-
tions (153) and 13th in career receiving yards (1,685).

LEADING THE WIDE OUTS

Jalon Calhoun leads the Blue Devils with 12 receptions
for 198 yards in Duke's opening two games ... he is cur-
rently first in the ACC in receiving yards and receiving
yards per game (99.00) ... he's also second in receptions
per outing (6.00), third in receptions, and ninth in yards
per catch (16.50).

Of his 12 receptions on the year, eight have gone for a
first down and four covered 20+ yards.

Duke charted sophomore Riley Leonard its starting
quarterback at the start of 2022, marking the fifth-
straight season with a different quarterback for the Blue
Devils ... a native of Fairhope, Ala., Leonard has seen
action in nine career games and has completed 74-of-
116 (.638) pass attempts for 949 yards with four touch-
downs and two interceptions while rushing 64 times for
254 yards (3.97) and two scores.

In his first year as Duke's starter, Leonard is second in
the ACC in total offense after compiling 568 passing and
81 rushing yards on the season ... he sits behind North
Carolina's Drake Maye, who has 930 and 146 yards, re-
spectively.

WHERE DOES THAT RANK?
Sophomore QB Riley Leonard has himself in the top-10
in the ACC in seven categories.

Besides his total offense mark, Leonard also ranks sec-
ond in the ACC in passing yards (568), passing average
per game (284.00), and pass yards per completion
(15.35), fourth in pass efficiency (171.50), tied for fifth
in pass completions (37), and tied for sixth in passing
touchdowns (3).

His 392 yards of total offense against Temple were the
second most by an player in the ACC this season (Drake
Maye vs. App State; 428 yards).

BIG GAINS AND QUICK STARTS

During Duke's most recent outing against Northwestern,
sophomore QB Riley Leonard connected with senior WR
Eli Pancol on a season and ACC-long 81-yard reception
... that play was a career-long mark for both players.

Leonard also teamed up with senior WR Jalon Calhoun
for a 51-yard pickup against the Wildcats ... in total
during his opening two games of the 2022 season, Leon-
ard has registered nine passes of 20+ yards.

Leonard is strong out the opening gate as well ... the
Fairhope, Ala., native is a combined 12-of-13 passing in
Duke's first quarter.

MR. VERSATILITY

Sophomore QB/WR Jordan Moore has shown his ability
to be a versatile athlete ... during fall camp, Moore took
reps with the quarterbacks but also was on the receiving
end of throws as a wideout ... in addition, Moore finished
second on the team in rushing yards a year ago.

In 12 career games, Moore has completed 9-of-19 (.474)
pass attempts for 95 yards with one touchdown and
added 46 rushes for 244 yards (5.30) and three touch-
downs ... in his first two games as a wide receiver, Moore
is third on the team in receptions and receiving yards
with eight and 91, respectively, with two touchdowns.

HIGH-POWERED OFFENSE

Duke is fourth in the ACC in total offense, averaging
480.50 yards per outing after recording 500 and 461
yards against Temple and Northwestern, respectively
... the Blue Devils trail North Carolina (547.33), Miami
(515.50), and Florida State (515.00).

Over the last five years, the Duke offense has recorded
500+ total yards in a single game on 10 different oc-
casions, including five times with 600+ yards (607 vs.
Kansas, 2021; 645 at Syracuse, 2020; 629 vs. North
Carolina, 2018; 619 at Pittsburgh, 2018; and 629 vs. NC
Central, 2018).

RUSHING DEFENSE

DT DeWayne Carter and LB Shaka Heyward both bring
a wealth of knowledge with them and over 25 career
games played and 1,300 career snaps ... Carter leads a
youthful defensive line, while Heyward anchors a strong
linebacker unit for the third consecutive season.

HEYWARD NOTABLES

Duke has limited its opponents to just 70.5 rushing yards
per outing this season for the third-best mark in the ACC
and 15th-best ranking in the country ... opponents are
averaging a mere 2.2 yards per carry and one rushing
score.

TURNOVER MARGIN

Redshirt senior LB Shaka Heyward has been named a
2022 preseason All-ACC selection by Phil Steele (2nd
team) and Athlon Sports (3rd team) ... he has also been
tabbed to the Reese’s Senior Bowl Watch List and named
a candidate for the Lott IMPACT Trophy and Chuck Bed-
narik Award ... in 41 career games (31 starts), Heyward
has compiled 258 tackles, 29.0 tackles for loss, 9.5
sacks, two interceptions, three fumble recoveries, seven
pass breakups, and 11 quarterback pressures ... he is 42
tackles away from becoming the 21st player in program
history to achieve 300-plus stops in a career ... Heyward
is also two career sacks and one tackle for loss shy of
breaking into the top-15 in Duke lore.

In 2,673 career snaps, he has eight double-digit tackle
games, including a career-high 16 stops against North
Carolina A&T in 2021 ... he has 29 games with five-plus
tackles and has tallied four-plus tackles in 30 straight
contests.

DEFENSIVE SECONDARY

Duke lost four of its five starters in the defensive sec-
ondary after the 2021 season ... the lone returner is
safety Jaylen Stinson, who recorded 43 tackles, 1.0
tackles for loss and three pass breakups just a season
ago.

Joining Stinson so far this year has been junior Da'Quan
Johnson, sophomore Brandon Johnson and Joshua
Pickett as well as freshman Chandler Rivers ... the
coaches have also brought in veteran leadership with
the addition of graduate student transfers Darius Join-
er and Datrone “Speedy” Young.

This unit has compiled 21 pass breakups on the year to
lead the ACC ... the next closest team is Pittsburgh (14)
and NC State (13) ... 14 of those 21 pass breakups came in
Duke’s victory at Northwestern ... over the last 10 years,
the Blue Devils have only registered double-digit pass
breakups in a single game on three other occasions (10
vs. Virginia in 2014; 11 vs. Miami in 2013; 10 at Virginia
Tech in 2013).

Duke is the only school with three players with four
passes defended ... Johnson, Pickett and Shaka Hey-
ward all have four on the year.

DEFENSIVE PRESSURE

Redshirt juniors R.J. Oben and DeWayne Carter led
Duke's defensive front a year ago ... the pair compiled
5.0 and 4.5 sacks, respectively, on the season ... they
also chipped in with a combined 14 quarterback pres-
sures.

So far on the year, Carter and redshirt senior DT Ja'Mi-
on Franklin each have 1.5 sacks to sit tied for fifth in
the ACC ... Oben is tied for a team best in quarterback
pressures with three.

The Blue Devils as a defensive unit have recorded five
fumble recoveries on the year, all by different players,
to rank first in the ACC and third in the nation.

After finishing 2021 last in the ACC in turnover margin,
the Blue Devils are currently tied for first in the league
and fifth in the nation with +2.50 per game ... Duke has
one offensive interception compared to its six turnovers
gained.

Those turnovers gained tie for first in the league with
Miami and rank eighth nationally.

Two of those six takeaways came from sophomore DB
Brandon Johnson in Duke's win at Northwestern ... the
Newton, N.C., native halted a Northwestern drive when
he intercepted a pass at the Wildcats' 25-yard line ...
that play set up an 18-yard field goal which put the Blue
Devils up by eight at 31-23 with 1:18 remaining in the
game ... he followed with a fumble recovery in the end
zone after teammate Jaylen Stinson knocked the ball
loose on Northwestern's final drive.

STAND YOUR GROUND

Duke kept its opponent off the scoreboard for 78 min-
utes and 49 seconds, to begin the year before North-
western broke through for a touchdown.

Duke has five players with double-digit tackles on the
year, led by graduate student Darius Joiner with 17 ...
juniors Dorian Mausi and Jaylen Stinson have chipped
in with 15, while redshirt senior Shaka Heyward and
sophomore Joshua Pickett have added 12 and 11 tack-
les, respectively.

The Blue Devils are one of just two schools in the ACC
with three players with 15+ tackles (Pittsburgh).

Joiner and Stinson became the first players this season
to achieve double-digit tackles in a game with 14 and 11,
respectively ... Joiner's 14 tackles ranks tied with two
others for first in the ACC for most tackles in a single
game.

RED ZONE & THIRD-DOWN CONVERSION DEFENSE
Duke has held its opponents to 3-of-5 in the red zone
(.600) to rank third in the ACC and 16th in the country.

The Blue Devil have also limited opponents to just 10-of-
30 on third-down conversion attempts to rank sixth in
the conference.

Junior Jaylen Stinson, a 2022 preseason All-Ameri-
ca honoree as a kick return specialist by Pro Football
Network, returns for another season and will look to
continue to boost Duke's return game ... last season,
the Honorable Mention All-ACC selection led the team
with 34 kickoff returns for 818 yards (24.06) with two
kickoff returns for touchdowns versus Pittsburgh (86
yards) and Miami (94 yards) ... he was selected the ACC
Specialist of the Week on Nov. 9, 2021, after returning
seven Kickoffs for 195 yards with one touchdown versus
Pittsburgh ... his return yards ranked as the fifth-highest
single-game total in program history ... at the conclu-
sion of the season, Stinson led the ACC in kickoff returns
and yards, while ranking second in the nation in both
categories.

This year, Stinson has registered two kick returns for 34
yards (17.00) ... joining him this year is sophomore WR
Sahmir Hagans who's compiled 40 yards on two returns
(20.00).

After taking a year off from the role, senior WR Jalon
Calhoun is slated to be one of Duke's primary punt re-
turn specialists ... the Greenville, S.C., native recorded
two punt returns in 2020 and has two so far on the early
season.

he also assisted the punting unit on 226 punts for 9,290
yards (41.11), including 57 punts downed inside the 20.

SPECIAL TEAMS SCORING POINTS

Since 2018, Duke has registered points on special teams
on nine different occasions ... in 2018, RB Deon Jack-
son posted a kickoff return for a touchdown against
Miami on the game's opening drive ... in 2019, S Javon
Jackson registered his lone career touchdown when he
returned a blocked punt 14 yards for the score against
Georgia Tech.

2020 was filled with five point-scoring plays on special
teams — WR Damond Philyaw-Johnson earned two
kickoff returns for a touchdown against Wake Forest,
while LB Shaka Heyward and S Jaylen Stinson recov-
ered muffed punts for touchdowns against Georgia Tech
and Virginia Tech, respectively ...

* The Blue Devils scored on four of their five drives to open the game to create a 24-0 gap
between the teams at halftime.

* Duke continued its momentum in the second half, scoring field goals of 37- and 38-yards to
increase its advantage to 30-0.

* The Blue Devils then held on down the stretch to finish the game not allowing the Owls in
the redzone for the shutout.

* Riley Leonard was the first Blue Devil to register 300-plus yards passing since Gunnar
Holmberg did so against Kansas in 2021 with 328 yards.

* He started the game 15-of-15 passing for 239 yards with two touchdowns.

* Jaylen Coleman finished second on the team in rushing with 43 yards on eight carries.

* Leading the receiving corps was senior Jalon Calhoun with eight receptions for 90 yards.

* He shifts to 10th all-time in career receptions and 14th all-time in career receiving yards.

* During his first game at wide receiver, Jordan Moore compiled 77 yards on six receptions
with one score.

* Sahmir Hagans added 54 yards on two receptions with a touchdown.

* Junior Jaylen Stinson and sophomore Brandon Johnson chipped in with four tackles each.
* Redshirt junior DeWayne Carter and redshirt senior Ja’Mion Franklin combined to record

score by Hull, cutting into the Duke advantage at 21-7.

* The home side then added a 34-yard field goal with 30 seconds left in the half to pull within
21-10 at the break.

* With two minutes remaining in the third quarter, the Wildcats rushed in from 39-yards out to
bring them within 21-16 ... Northwestern failed its two-point conversion attempt.

* The Blue Devils responded with an eight-play, 77-yard touchdown drive, capped by an eight-
yard reception by sophomore Jordan Moore to extend their lead to 28-16.
